1.   To continue p r o m o t i n g, as far as possible, t h e  universality   and full implementation 

of the Rome S t a t u t e  at  bilateral,   regional   and multilateral level; 
 

2.   To  continue  their  efforts to disseminate   information   on the  Court  at the  national   and 
international level,   including through  events,   seminars, publications, courses and 
other  initiatives that  may  raise  awareness   about  the work  of the  Court; 

 
3.   To   continue   to  provide the   Secretariat with   updated   information relevant to  the 

universality  and  full  implementation of the  Rome  Statute,   including   current   contact 
information  on national   focal points;  . 

 
4.  To organize,   in  conjunction with  civil  society,  academia,   international organizations 

and  professional associations  seminars, panel   discussions and   events   focusing on 
promoting   universality and  full implementation of the Rome  Statute,   in New  York,  in 
The Hague  and  in different   regions.   and to disseminate   information   about  the  Court's 
work  and the provisions   of the   Rome  Statute; 

 
5,  To continue   to provide,   wherever  possible,  technical   and financial   assistance   to  States 

wishing to become   party  to the  Statute  and  to those  wishing   to implement the  Statute  
in their  national  legislation;   and 

 
6.   To continue t o  cooperate   with the Court so that it can fulfill i ts  functions   accordingly.
