The national legislation, including the Constitatiomplementing the Rome Statute was
in place unamended. The details had been provad/éar in attachment to my letter of
2 October 2007.

The process of reviewing of the Polish substantimminal law with the aim to penalise
adequately all the crimes under the jurisdictiortted International Criminal Court was
continued. During the 30th International Conferent¢he Red Cross and Red Crescent
(Geneva, 26 — 30 November 2007), as a part ofl@dges for the period 2007 — 2011,
Poland made a commitment to adopt appropriate l&ma inter alia in order to
incorporate the core crimes under the Rome Statute.

A progress was achieved in the process of ratifinatf the Agreement on the Immunities
and Privileges of the International Criminal Court.July 2008 the Council of Ministers
adopted a resolution on the submission of the Agesd to the Parliament for ratification.
The commencement of work in the Parliament on tiaét d.aw on the ratification of the
Agreement is scheduled for early October 2008.

The practice of sharing of experience on the gatifon and implementation of the Rome
Statute was continued in the framework of bilate@loperation. For natural reasons a



focus was put on the countries belonging, or pa#ntbelonging, to our regional group
(like e.g. Georgia).

The political support for the idea of the univeityabf the ICC continued to be voiced
firmly by the Polish Government. On the occasiorthg 10th Anniversary of the Rome
Statute the Polish Minister of Foreign Affairs sutied the official statement to the
Secretary General of the United Nations and thesi@eat of the ICC, in which he
highlighted the need for universal acceptance ef@ourt’s jurisdiction and the shared
responsibility to promote the rule of law all owke world.
