International Criminal Court, adopted by the Assembly of States Parties on 10 September 2004.
Under the terms of paragraph 11 of the aforementioned resolution, the Secretariat wishes to
inform States Parties that, as at 27 October 2008, the status of nominations for the election was as

States are
requested to transmit nominations by courier or, preferably, via fax (+31-70-515-8376) to be
received by the Secretariat of the Assembly before midnight (Central European time) on 10
November 2008.
