The Embassy of the Federal Republic of Germany presents its compliments to the 

Secretariat of the Assembly of States Parties to the Rome Statute of the International 

Criminal Court and has the honour, with reference to the Secretariat's note 

ICC-ASP/12/S/CBF/009 of 13 February 2013, to inform that Germany has decided to 

nominate Dr. Gerd Saupe as a candidate for re-election to the Committee on Budget and 

Finance of the International Criminal Court at the election to be held during the twelfth 

session of the Assembly of States Parties in The Hague from 20 to 28 November 2013.
