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Report of the Bureau on the Review Conference

1. Resolution ICC-ASP/5/Res.3 of 1 December 2006, estpd the Bureau of the
Assembly of States Parties to the Rome Statuteatomeparation of the Review Conference,
in particular on the issues of the rules of procedapplicable to the Review Conference and
on practical and organizational issues, especaslyegards dates and venue of the Review
Conference, and to report to the next regular segsi the Assembly of States Parties on the
status of such preparations.

2. At its meeting on 30 November 2006, the Bureau tatbthe terms of reference for
its two Working Groups and decided, inter alia, delegate the issue of the Review
Conference to the Working Group in New York. Furthere, at its meeting on 1 February
2007, the Bureau approved the appointment of MbelaSivuyile Maqungo (South Africa)

as facilitator for the issue.

3. In accordance with the decision of the Bureau takens meeting on 31 January
2007, the Secretariat submitted at the end of Ma@gl¥, an informal report to the Bureau on
the rules of procedure applicable to the Review f@mmce and on practical and
organizational issues, especially as regards dateés/enues of the Review Conference. The
annex to the report contained draft rules of pracedhat served as a basis for consultations
for the Working Group.

4, As of 28 March 2007, the New York Working Group Heedd five meetings and a
series of informal consultations to discuss theslatiuration and venue of the Conference,
the draft rules of procedure, as well as the scbpe.Assembly’s focal point for the issue of
scope, Ambassador Rolf Fife (Norway), participatedhe informal consultations that were
held on 15 June.

5. The Bureau submits for consideration by the Assgirtti# recommendations on the
dates, duration and venue of the Review Conferazargained in annex I, and the draft rules
of procedure, which were subject of three readibgshe Working Group, contained in

annex Il.

Rule 1
Use of terms

“Bureau” means the Bureau as defined in articl2, phragraph 3 (a), of the Statute,
which shall be the Bureau of the Conference;

“the Court” means the International Criminal Court

“Observer States” means States which have sidree&tatute or the Final Act of the
Rome Conference;

“Presidency” means the organ composed of the desiand the First and Second
Vice-Presidents of the Court;

“Prosecutor” means the Prosecutor of the Court;

“Registrar” means the Registrar of the Court;

“Rules” means the Rules of Procedure of the ReWenferences;

“Secretariat” means the Secretariat of the AssgmbGtates Parties;

“States Parties” means States Parties to thetStatu

“the Statute” means the Rome Statute of the latesnal Criminal Court adopted on
17 July 1998 by the United Nations Diplomatic Coafeee of Plenipotentiaries on the

Establishment of an International Criminal Court.

Rule 2
Application

These Rules shall be applicable to the work of @enference, its Bureau and
subsidiary bodies.
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.  Commencement and adjournment of the Conference

Rule 3
Date of commencement and duration

The provisional agenda and the date of commenceraadt duration of the
Conference shall be decided by the Assembly andraoricated by the Secretariat to the
Secretary-General of the United Nations for theppses of article 123 of the Statute.

Rule 4
Notification of the Conference

The Secretariat shall, in liaison with the Secret@eneral of the United Nations,
ensure that the States Parties, the Observer Stadethe Court are informed at least 120 days
in advance of the opening of the Conference.

Rule 5
Temporary adjournment of the Conference

The Conference may decide at any meeting to adjtemporarily and resume its
meetings at a later date.

Rule 6
Communication of the provisional agenda

The provisional agenda for the Conference shattdremunicated by the Secretariat
to the States Parties, the Observer States, the @od the United Nations at least 90 days
before the opening of the Conference together it supplementary documentation if
necessary.

Rule 7
Drawing up of the provisional agenda
1. The provisional agenda shall be drawn up bySiheretariat.

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3. The United Nations may propose items for comsitten by the Conference. In such
cases, the Secretary-General shall notify the @asiof the Bureau accordingly, providing
any relevant information with a view to the possibiclusion of such item in the provisional
agenda of the Conference.

Rule 8
Explanatory memorandum

Any item proposed for inclusion in the agenda Isim accompanied by an
explanatory memorandum and, if possible, by basouthents or by a draft decision.

Rule 9
Adoption of the agenda

The provisional agenda shall be adopted by the Conferers soon as possible after
its opening.

Rule 10
Amendment and deletion of items

Items on the agenda may be amended or deletethebyConference by a simple
majority of States Parties present and voting.

Rule 11
Debate on the inclusion of items

Debate on the inclusion of an item in the ager@dl ®e limited to three speakers in
favour of, and three against, the inclusion. Thesklent may limit the time to be allowed to
speakers under this rule.

IV. Representation and credentials

Rule 12
Representation

1. Each State Party shall be represented by oneesspative, who may be
accompanied by alternates and advisers.

2. Each Observer State may be represented in th#e@oce by one designated
representative, who may be accompanied by alteyraaie advisers.

3. The representative may designate an alternate adviser to act in his/her capacity.

Rule 13
Submission of credentials

The credentials of representatives of States daetnd the names of alternates and
advisers shall be submitted to the Secretariabskible not later than twenty-four hours after
the opening of the Conference. The credentials| $fmlissued by the Head of State or
Government or by the Minister for Foreign Affairs loy a person authorized by either of
them.
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Rule 14
Credentials Committee

A Credentials Committee shall be appointed athidginning of the Conference. It
shall consist of representatives of nine Statedid3arwhich shall be appointed by the
Conference on the proposal of the President. Thanditiee shall elect its own officers. It
shall examine the credentials of representativestaties Parties and report to the Conference
without delay.

Rule 15
Provisional admission to the Conference

Pending a decision of the Conference upon thenlamtials, representatives of States
Parties shall be entitled to participate provislgna the Conference.

Rule 16
Objection to the representation

If an objection is raised against a representatiom State Party, such objection shall
be considered by the Credentials Committee forthwilihe report thereon shall be submitted
to the Conference without delay. Any representativ@ State Party to whose admission a
State Party has made objection shall be seatedspoally with the same rights as other
representatives pending the decision of the Conéere

Rule 17
Notification regarding participation of representatives of Observer States

The names of designated representatives of Olbrs&teges and of alternates and
advisers who accompany them shall be submitteldet&ecretariat.

V. Bureau

Rule 18
Composition and function

The Bureau shall assist the Conference in the digehof its responsibilities.

VI. President and Vice-Presidents

Rule 19
General powers of the President

1. In addition to exercising the powers conferrgbru him/her elsewhere by these
Rules, the President shall declare the openingcloging of each plenary meeting of the
Conferencedirect the discussions in plenary meetings, ensbservance of these Rules,
accord the right to speak, put questions and arceodecisions. The President shall rule on
points of order and, subject to these Rules, $teale complete control of the proceedings at
any meeting and over the maintenance of order dheféne President may, in the course of
the discussion of an item, propose to the Confer¢he limitation of the time to be allowed
to speakers, the limitation of the number of tirmash representative may speak, the closure
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of the list of speakers or the closure of the delsaid the suspension or the adjournment of
the meeting or the adjournment of the debate oiteheunder discussion.

2. The President, in the exercise of his/her famstj remains under the authority of the
Conference.

Rule 20
Voting rights of the President

The President, or a Vice-President acting as éeasi shall not vote but shall
designate another member of his/her delegatioot®in his/her place.

Rule 21
Acting President

1. If the President finds it necessary to be abdarihg a meeting or any part thereof,
he/she shall designate one of the Vice-Presiderteke his/her place.

2. A Vice-President acting as President shall haeesame powers and duties as the
President.

Rule 22
Replacement of the President

If the President is unable to perform his/her fioms, a new President shall be
elected for the rest of the Conference.

VII.  Participation of the President of the Court, the Prosecutor
and the Registrar

Rule 23
Participation

The President of the Court, the Prosecutor andréfgistrar or their representatives
may participate, as appropriate, in meetings ofGbaference and the Bureau in accordance
with the provisions of these Rules and may maké arawritten statements and provide
information on any question under consideration.

VIIl.  Participation of the United Nations

Rule 24
Participation of the United Nations

1. The United Nations shall have a standing inwitato participate, without the right to
vote, in the work and deliberations of the Confeeen

2. When issues of interest to the United Natiomstaken up by subsidiary bodies, the
Secretary-General, if he/she so desires, or hisdpesentative, may participate in the work
and deliberations of such subsidiary bodies. There$ary-General or hiser representative
may make statements, in oral or written form, ia dieliberations.
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Rule 25
Participation of the Secretary-General

The Secretary-General of the United Nations magtighgate in meetings of the
Conference and the Bureau. He/She may also designatember of the United Nations
Secretariat to participate on his/her behalf. He/&tay make oral or written statements
concerning any question under consideration byQbaference which pertains to United
Nations activities and provide information as ajppiate.

IX. Secretariat

Rule 26
Duties of the Secretariat

The Secretariat shall receive, translate, repdua distribute documents, reports
and decisions of the Conference, the Bureau and samgidiary bodies that may be
established by the Conference; interpret speectsste rat the meetings; prepare, print and
circulate, if so decided by the Conference or thieeBu, the records of the session; have the
custody and proper preservation of the documentiseirarchives; distribute all documents of
the Conference and the Bureau; and, generallypperéll other work which the Conference
or the Bureau may require.

X. Languages

Rule 27
Official and working languages

Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian and iSpawhich are both the official
and working languages of the General Assembly efUhited Nations, shall be the official
and working languages of the Conference (hereindérguages of the Conference”).

Rule 28
Interpretation

1. Speeches made in an official and working languefy the Conference shall be
interpreted into the other languages of the Confaze

2. Any representative may make a speech in a l@egather than the languages of the
Conference. In that case the representative shallige for interpretation into one of the
languages of the Conference. Interpretation intoatmer languages of the Conference by the
interpreters of the Secretariat may be based oninteepretation given in the first such
language.

Rule 29
Languages of decisions and other documents

All decisions and other official documents shadl gublished in all languages of the
Conference.
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Xl. Records

Rule 30
Sound recordings

The Secretariat shall make and keep sound regwdihmeetings of the Conference
and the Bureau and, when so decided, of any salogidody.

XIl.  Public and private meetings

Rule 31
General principles

1. The meetings of the Conference shall be heflblic unless the Conference decides
that exceptional circumstances require that thetingsebe held in private.

2. As a general rule, meetings of the Bureau angdubisidiary bodies with limited
membership shall be held in private unless the lmogerned decides otherwise.

3. Meetings of subsidiary bodies with general menstip shall be held in public unless
the body concerned decides otherwise.

4, Decisions of the Conference and the Bureau taltea private meeting shall be
announced at the following public meeting. At these of a private meeting of the Bureau or
of any subsidiary body, the President or the pnegidfficer may issue a communiqué
through the Secretariat.

XIIl.  Minute of silent prayer or meditation

Rule 32
Invitation to silent prayer or meditation

Immediately after the opening of the first plenargeting and immediately preceding

the closing of the final plenary meeting, the Rfesi shall invite the representatives to
observe one minute of silence dedicated to prayerealitation.

XIV. Conduct of business

Rule 33
Quorum

1. The President may declare a meeting open amditpére debate to proceed when at
least one third of the States Parties participatirthe Conference are present.

2. The presence of an absolute majority of theeStRarties constitutes the quorum for
voting on matters of substance.
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Rule 34
Speeches

No representative may address the Conference wiithaving previously obtained
the permission of the President. The President shkhlupon speakers in the order in which
they signify their desire to speak. The Presideay call a speaker to order if his/her remarks
are not relevant to the question under considaratio

Rule 35
Precedence

The Presiding Officer of a subsidiary body maygbeen precedence for the purpose
of explaining the conclusions arrived at by thajeor.

Rule 36
Statements by the President of the Court, the Prosator and the Registrar

The President of the Court, the Prosecutor andréfgistrar or their representatives
may make either written or oral statements to tbaf€ence or the Bureau on any question
under their consideration.

Rule 37
Statements by the Secretariat

The chief officer of the Secretariat, or a membgithe Secretariat designated by
him/her as his/her representative, may make eittrat or written statements to the
Conference concerning any question under considerhy it.

Rule 38
Points of order

During the discussion of any matter, a represmetaif a State Party may rise to a
point of order, and the point of order shall be iediately decided by the President in
accordance with these Rules. A representativeSthte Party may appeal against the ruling
of the President. The appeal shall be immediatatyt the vote, and the President’s ruling
shall stand unless overruled by a majority of thate€s Parties present and voting. A
representative rising to a point of order may maak on the substance of the question under
consideration.

Rule 39
Time limit on speeches

The Conference may limit the time to be alloweaéch speaker and the number of
times each representative may speak on any quedBiefore a decision is taken, two
representatives of States Parties may speak irufasip and two against, a proposal to set
such limits. When the debate is limited and a regméative exceeds his/her allotted time, the
President shall call him/her to order without delay
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Rule 40
Closing of list of speakers and right of reply

During the course of a debate, the President magumnce the list of speakers and,
with the consent of the Conference, declare theclizsed. The President may, however,
accord the right of reply to a representative spaech delivered after he/she has declared the
list closed makes this desirable.

Rule 41
Adjournment of debate

During the discussion of any matter, a represmetatf a State Party may move the
adjournment of the debate on the item under dismus#n addition to the proposer of the
motion, two representatives of States Parties npaalsin favour of, and two against, the
motion, after which the motion shall be immediately to the vote. The President may limit
the time to be allowed to speakers under this rule.

Rule 42
Closure of debate

A representative of a State Party may at any timge the closure of the debate on
the question under discussion, whether or not ahgraepresentative has signified his/her
wish to speak. Permission to speak on the motioall dbe accorded only to two
representatives of States Parties opposing theurelpsfter which the motion shall be
immediately put to the vote. If the Conferencenigavour of the closure, the President shall
declare the closure of the debate. The Presidentlimé the time to be allowed to speakers
under this rule.

Rule 43
Suspension or adjournment of the meeting

During the discussion of any matter, a represmetatf a State Party may move the
suspension or the adjournment of the meeting. $umtion shall not be debated, but shall be
immediately put to the vote. The President maytlittné time to be allowed to the speakers
moving the suspension or adjournment of the meeting

Rule 44
Order of procedural motions

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Rule 45
Proposals and amendments

delegations in all languages of the Conferencelatet than the day preceding the meeting.
The President may, however, permit the discussimhansideration of amendments, or of
motions as to procedure, even though such amendraedtmotions have not been circulated
or have only been circulated the same day.

Rule 46
Decisions on competence

Rule 47
Withdrawal of motions

A motion may be withdrawn by its proposer at amget before voting on it has
commenced, provided that the motion has not beeanded. A motion thus withdrawn may
be reintroduced by a representative of any Staty.Pa

Rule 48
Reconsideration of proposals

When a proposal has been adopted or rejectedyitnot be reconsidered at the same
Conference unless the Conference, by a two-thirgienity of the States Parties present and
voting, so decides. Permission to speak on a maticmeconsider shall be accorded only to
two representatives of States Parties opposingnthiten, after which it shall be immediately
put to the vote.

XV. Amendments to the Statute

Rule 49
Consideration and adoption of amendments to the State

1. The Conference may only consider amendmentsh& Statute presented in
accordance with articles 121 and 122 of the Statute

2. Amendments to the Statute, proposed pursuaartittbes 121, paragraph 1 and article
122, paragraph 1, of the Statute on which consecausot be reached shall be adopted by
the Conference, by a two-thirds majority of St&esties.

Rule 50
Voting rights

Subject to article 112, paragraph 8, of the S¢ateich State Party shall have one
vote.

Rule 51
Consensus

Every effort shall be made to reach decisionh@an@onference and in the Bureau by
consensus. If consensus cannot be reached, decstialt be taken by vote.

Rule 52
Consideration of financial implications

Before the Conference takes a decision havinghéiigh implications, it shall receive
and consider a report on such implications from $eeretariat or from the Registrar, as
appropriate according to the subject matter, faisiens having financial or administrative
implications relating to the Court.

Rule 53
Decisions on matters of substance

Subject to rule 51, and except as otherwise peavid the Statute and as reflected in
these Rules, decisions on matters of substance leuspproved by a two-thirds majority of
States Parties present and voting.

Rule 54
Decisions on matters of procedure

1. Subject to rule 51 and except as otherwise geavin the Statute and as reflected in
these Rules, decisions on matters of proceduré Isddabken by a simple majority of States
Parties present and voting.

2. If the question arises whether a matter is oh@rocedure or of substance, the

President shall rule on the question. An appeahagthis ruling shall immediately be put to

the vote and the President’s ruling shall standeasilthe appeal is approved by a simple
majority of the States Parties present and voting.

Rule 55
Decisions on amendments to proposals relating to rttars of substance

Decisions on amendments to proposals relatingattens of substance, and on parts
of such proposals put to the vote separately, flelinade by a two-thirds majority of the
States Parties present and voting.
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Rule 56
Meaning of the phrase “States Parties present andoting”

For the purposes of these Rules, the phrase $Seaidies present and voting” means
States Parties present and casting an affirmativegative vote. States Parties which abstain
from the voting shall be considered as not voting.

Rule 57
Method of voting

1. The Conference shall, in the absence of mecaloicelectronic means for voting,
vote by show of hands or by standing, but a repiesige of any State Party may request a
roll-call. The roll-call shall be taken in the Eigyl alphabetical order of the names of the
States Parties, beginning with the State Party emasne is drawn by lot by the President.
The name of each State Party shall be called irr@ligall, and its representative shall reply
“yes”, “no” or “abstention”. The result of the vog shall be inserted in the records in the
English alphabetical order of the names of theeStRirties.

2. When the Conference votes by mechanical orrelgictmeans, a non-recorded vote
shall replace a vote by show of hands or by standird a recorded vote shall replace a roll-
call vote. A representative of a State Party mayuest a recorded vote. In the case of a
recorded vote, the Conference shall, unless a septative of a State Party requests
otherwise, dispense with the procedure of calling the names of the States Parties;
nevertheless, the result of the voting shall beriesl in the record in the same manner as that
of a roll-call vote.

Rule 58
Conduct during voting

After the President has announced the commencenh@oting, no representative of
a State Party may interrupt the voting, except tlepiresentatives of States Parties may
interrupt on a point of order in connection witle tlictual conduct of the voting.

Rule 59
Explanation of vote

Representatives of States Parties may make hiagénsents consisting solely of
explanations of their votes before the voting hasimenced or after the voting has been
completed. The representative of a State Partysspong a proposal or motion shall not
speak in explanation of vote thereon, exceptlilais been amended. The President may limit
the time to be allowed for such explanations.

Rule 60
Division of proposals and amendments

A representative of a State Party may move thatspaf a proposal or of an
amendment be voted on separately. If objectionaderto the request for division, the motion
for division shall be voted upon. Permission toagpen the motion for division shall be given
only to two speakers in favour and two speakerinagdf the motion for division is carried,
those parts of the proposal or of an amendmenthwéiie approved shall then be put to the
vote as a whole. If all operative parts of the s or of the amendmehave been rejected,
the proposal or the amendment shall be considerkdve been rejected as a whole.
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Rule 61
Order of voting on amendments

When an amendment is moved to a proposal, the dmmemt shall be voted on first.
When two or more amendments are moved to a praptbealConference shall first vote on
the amendment furthest removed in substance framotiginal proposal and then on the
amendment next furthest removed therefrom, andnsontil all the amendments have been
put to the vote. Where, however, the adoption ¢¢ amendment necessarily implies the
rejection of another amendment, the latter amentsteall not be put to the vote. If one or
more amendments are adopted, the amended propedialhen be voted upon. A motion is
considered an amendment to a proposal if it mexétls to, deletes from or revises part of the
proposal.

Rule 62
Order of voting on proposals

If two or more proposals relate to the same qaesthe Conference shall, unless it
decides otherwise, vote on the proposals in therdrdwhich they have been submitted. The
Conference may, after each vote on a proposaldeednether to vote on the next proposal.

Rule 63
Equally divided votes

If a vote is equally divided on matters other tleections, the proposal or motion
shall be regarded as rejected.

Rule 64
Elections of officers of the Conference

All elections of officers of the Conference shadl leld by secret ballot unless, in the
absence of any objection, the Conference decidgsdoeed without taking a ballot on an
agreed candidate or slate.

Rule 65
Restricted balloting for one elective place

When only one person or State Party is to be elemmtel no candidate obtains in the
first ballot the majority required, a second bakball be taken, which shall be restricted to
the two candidates obtaining the largest numbeotds. If in the second ballot the votes are
equally divided, and a majority is required, thedtdent shall decide between the candidates
by drawing lots. If a two-thirds majority is reged, the balloting shall be continued until one
candidate secures two thirds of the votes castiged that after the third inconclusive ballot,
votes may be cast for any eligible person or Jeay. If three such unrestricted ballots are
inconclusive, the next three ballots shall be retst to the two candidates who obtained the
greatest number of votes in the third of the unietst ballots, and the following three ballots
thereafter shall be unrestricted, and so on urngérson or State Party is elected.

Rule 66
Restricted balloting for two or more elective place

When two or more elective places are to be fillédoae time under the same
conditions, those candidates obtaining in the biedtot the majority required shall be elected.
If the number of candidates obtaining such majaistyess than the number of persons or
States Parties to be elected, there shall be additballots to fill the remaining places, the
voting being restricted to the candidates obtainihg greatest number of votes in the
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previous ballot to a number not more than twicepfleees remaining to be filled; provided
that after the third inconclusive ballot, votes magy cast for any eligible person or State
Party. If three such unrestricted ballots are imbasive, the next three ballots shall be
restricted to the candidates who obtained the gseatumber of votes in the third of the
unrestricted ballots, to a number not more thacdwie places remaining to be filled, and the
following three ballots thereafter shall be unriestd, and so on until all the places have been
filled.

XVIIl. Subsidiary bodies

Rule 67
Establishment of subsidiary bodies

The Conference may establish such subsidiary badienay be necessary.

Rule 68
Rules of procedure of subsidiary bodies

Unless otherwise decided by the Conference, threges shall apply, mutatis
mutandis, to the proceedings of subsidiary bodiesept that:

(a) The presiding officer of a subsidiary body neagrcise the right of vote;

(b) The presence of representatives of a majofithe@ members of a subsidiary
body shall be required for any decision to be taken

XVIII. Participation of observers and other partici pants

Rule 69
Observers

1. Representatives designated by entities, intengonental organizations and other
entities that have received a standing invitaticomf the General Assembly of the United
Nations pursuant to its relevant resolutions tdigigate, in the capacity of observers, in its
sessions and work have the right to participatebagrvers, without the right to vote, in the
deliberations of the Conference.

2. Representatives designated by regional intergovental organizations or other
international bodies invited to the Rome Confergneecredited to the Preparatory
Commission for the International Criminal Courtiovited by the Assembly may participate
as observers, without the right to vote, in thébdehtions of the Conference.

3. The representatives referred to in paragrapasdl?2 above may also participate in
the deliberations of subsidiary bodies under theddmns laid down in rule 31 of the present
rules of procedure.
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Rule 70
Other participants

Non-governmental organizations invited to the Rd@mnference, registered to the
Preparatory Commission for the International Crimhi€ourt, or having consultative status
with the Economic and Social Council of the Unitédtions whose activities are relevant to
the activities of the Court and other non-governialearganizations invited by the Assembly
may, through their designated representatives:

(a) Attend meetings of the Conference and meetofgids subsidiary bodies
under the conditions laid down in rule 31 of thegemt Rules of Procedure;

(b) Receive copies of official documents;

(©) Upon the invitation of the President and subjex the approval of the
Conference, make oral statements through a limitedmber of
representatives on questions relating to theirvities at the opening and
closing meetings of the Conference;

(d) Make oral statements through a limited numbérrepresentatives on
guestions relating to their activities at the opgnand closing meetings of
subsidiary bodies, when the subsidiary body corezkdeems it appropriate.

Rule 71
States not having observer status

At the beginning of the Conference, the Presideay, subject to the approval of the
Conference, invite a given State which is not aypand does not have observer status to
designate a representative to be present during/dhle of the Conference. A representative
who is so designated may be authorized by the Cemfe to make a statement.

Rule 72
Written statements

Written statements submitted by the designateckseptatives referred to in rules 69,
70 and 71 shall be made available by the Secretarieepresentatives of the States Parties
and Observer States in the quantities and in thgulage or languages in which the statements
are made available to it, provided that a statersebinitted on behalf of a non-governmental
organization is related to the work of the Confemrand is on a subject in which the
organization has a special competence. Writteerstats shall not be made at the expense of
the Conference and shall not be issued as officaliments.

Rule 73
Method of amendment

These Rules may be amended by a decision of théefamce taken by a two-thirds

majority of the States Parties present and votiteg ¢he Bureau has reported on the proposed
amendment.
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
