Note by the Secretariat

1. On 4 March 2008, the Bureau of the Assembly @itest Parties decided that the

election of six members of the Committee on Budget Finance would take place at the first
resumption of the seventh session of the Assemb8tates Parties (“the Assembly”), to be

held at United Nations Headquarters in New Yor&nfrl9 to 23 January 2009. Pursuant to
the latter decision, the nomination period for ¢aedidates for six seats on the Committee on
Budget and Finance ran from 21 July to 13 Octold@82In accordance with paragraph 4 of
resolution ICC-ASP/1/Res.5 of 3 September 2002henprocedure for the nomination and

election of members of the Committee on Budget Bménce, the nomination period was

extended to 27 October 2008.

2. The Committee on Budget and Finance was establiblpeitie Assembly of States
Parties in its resolution ICC-ASP/1/Res.4 of 3 Seyiter 2002. The terms of reference of the
Committee are set out in the annex to the reseolutitaragraph 2 of the annex to that
resolution was amended by the Assembly in its tdigol ICC-ASP/2/Res.5 of 12 September
2003.

3. The procedure for the nomination and election efrtiembers of the Committee was
set out by the Assembly of States Parties in gslution ICC-ASP/1/Res.5. Paragraph 15 of
that resolution was amended by resolution ICC-AS®2.4 of 12 September 2003. In
accordance with paragraph 6 of resolution ICC-ABR¥%.5, each nomination shall specify
how the candidate fulfils the requirements laid doim paragraph 2 of resolution ICC-

ASP/1/Res.4, i.e. to be an expert of recognizeadstg and experience in financial matters at
the international level from a State Party.

4, The distribution of seats among the regionalugsofor the purpose of the first
election was established in paragraph 8 of resslUCC-ASP/1/Res.5 as follows:

— Two seats for the Group of African States;

— Two seats for the Group of Asian States;

— Two seats for the Group of Eastern European State

— Two seats for the Group of Latin American andil@s@an States;
— Four seats for the Group of Western EuropearCthdr States.
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5. At the 10th meeting of its first session, onebfaary 2003, the Assembly elected
ten members of the Committee from the Groups oficAfr States, Asian States, Latin
American and Caribbean States, and Western Eurcpai®ther States. At the 1st meeting
of its second session, on 8 September 2003, themitdy elected two members of the
Committee from the Group of Eastern European States

6. At the 5th meeting of its second session, osd@ember 2003, the President of the
Assembly, pursuant to paragraph 13 of resolutio@-KSP/1/Res.5 of 3 September 2002,
drew lots to select members elected who would semgeand three years, respectively, in
accordance with resolution ICC-ASP/1/Res.4 as aeeiy resolution ICC-ASP/2/Res.5 of

12 September 2003. The members whose terms oedadfid on 20 April 2009 belong to the

following regional groups:

- African States, one seat;

- Asian States, two seats;

- Eastern European States, one seat;

- Latin American and Caribbean States, one seat; and
- Western European and Other States, one seat.

7. As required by paragraph 9 of resolution ICC-A9Res.5, every effort shall be
made to elect the members of the Committee by c@ise on the basis of a recommendation
by the Bureau. Under paragraph 10, in the abseheeconsensus, the election shall be a
matter of substance, and subject to the requiresmeinarticle 112, paragraph 7 (a), of the
Rome Statute, which provides as follows:

“7. Each State Party shall have one vote. Evergreghall be made to reach
decisions by consensus in the Assembly and in tivedd. If consensus cannot be
reached, except as otherwise provided in the &tatut

(@) Decisions on matters of substance must be apgroy a two-thirds
majority of those present and voting provided tlhat absolute
majority of States Parties constitutes the quoranvéting.”

8. In accordance with paragraph 11 of resolutioB-KSP/1/Res.5, the election shall be
by secret ballot. However, this requirement may digpensed with if the number of
candidates corresponds to the number of seatsfitbedokor in respect of candidates endorsed
by the respective regional groups, unless a detgapecifically requests a vote on a given
election.

9. Under paragraph 12 of the resolution, the persected shall be those candidates
from each regional group who obtained the highastlyer of votes and a two-thirds majority
of States Parties present and voting, provided dhaabsolute majority of the States Parties
constitutes the quorum for voting.

10. By the closing date of the nomination periog. 27 October 2008, seven
nominations had been received.

11. Of the seven nominations, one was submittethédysroup of African States; three by
the Group of Asian States; one by the Group ofd&Eadturopean States; one by the Group of
Latin American and Caribbean States; and one bystioeip of Western European and Other
States.

12. In accordance with paragraph 7 of resolutio€-KKSP/1/Res.5, a list in English
alphabetical order of all persons nominated, withompanying documents, is contained in
the annex to the present note.
