Duru: Approximately 30 secondary school 
students abducted and their school burned. The 
village chief was abducted. The town was pillaged 
and the market was burned.

Duru-Kiliwa road: Approximately 40 persons 
with their belongings were taken.

Nambia: The village was looted and the Chief of 
the Village Rafa was abducted.

Kiliwa: Approximately 50 5th and 60th grade 
students were abducted. The Chief of the locality 
was killed when trying to defend the children. 
The town was pillaged.

Bitima: The town was pillaged and homes 
burned.

Bayote: The town was pillaged, including the 
health centre, and part of the church was burned.

Bangbi: Houses and the school were burned.

Initial reports indicate up to 300 adults were also 
abducted. Their whereabouts remain uncertain.
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
