Pursuant to resolution |CC-ASP/8/Res.6 the Bureau mandated the Secretariat to draw
up alist of issuesto be addressed in preparation of the Review Conference.

i) High-level participation in the Conference

The Bureau entrusted the President of the Assembly to identify one foca point for
each regiona group that would be mandated to promote high-level attendance at the Review
Conference.

iii) Drafting Committee

The Bureau recognized the need to establish a Drafting Committee during the Review
Conference which would ensure the consistency of amendments adopted in al language
versions and in this connection decided that an open and informal process of reviewing the
trandations of the draft amendments forwarded to the Review Conference could aready be
started prior to the Review Conference, in the context of the New York Working Group. It
also mandated the Secretariat to prepare, as appropriate, any consequential changes to the
draft rules of procedure of the Review Conference.

iv) Enforcement of sentences

Pursuant to paragraph 7 of resolution |ICC-ASP/8/Res.6, the Bureau mandated the
New York Working Group to consider the issue of enforcement of sentences as part of its
deliberations on the Review Conference, bearing in mind a draft proposal to be disseminated
by the delegation of Norway.
