Delegations are kindly requested to make 20 copies for minimum distribution to the podium and 
relevant services, and 250 additional copies for general distribution in the Conference Room 2 
(NLB). 
 
Delegations are also invited to send by e-mail an electronic copy of their statement(s), in one or 
more of the six official languages, to ensure timely posting of the text on the Assembly web site 
and as a step to reducing paper usage.
