ICC-ASP/4/Res.5 

Procedure for filling vacancies in the Board of Directors of the Trust Fund 
for Victims 
 

The Assembly of States Parties, 

Recalling its resolution ICC-ASP/1/Res.6 of 9 September 2002 on the establishment 
of a fund for the benefit of victims of crimes within the jurisdiction of the Court, and of the 
families of such victims, 

Wishing to ensure a full membership of the Board of Directors of the Trust Fund for 
the benefit of victims, 

Decides to amend paragraph 3 of the annex by adding the following to the end of the 
paragraph:  

 “In the event of a vacancy, an election shall be held in accordance with the procedure for the 
nomination and election of members of the Board of Directors of the Trust Fund for the 
benefit of victims. The procedure shall apply mutatis mutandis, subject to the following 
provisions: 

(a) The Bureau of the Assembly of States Parties may fix a nomination period 
which is shorter than the one used for other elections. 

(b) The Bureau of the Assembly of States Parties may elect the member. 

(c) A member elected to fill a vacancy shall serve for the remainder of the 
predecessor’s term and may be re-elected once.”
